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One of the most exciting deep-sky objects is found just above Andromeda’s knee. The Andromeda Nebula is actually
an entire galaxy, like our own Milky Way Galaxy. It is composed of a hundred billion stars and is over two million light
years away. If the night is very dark, you can just see a fuzzy patch - it is the most distant object the unaided eye can

see. Other highlights in October include:

1. The Full Moon of Oct. 6 rises N of east shortly before sunset. For next two or three evenings, Moon rises in twilight.
Moon rises farther north nightly through Oct. 11.

2. Morning Moonwatch: While we’re still on daylight saving time in October, we don’t need to arise too early to enjoy
tracking the waning Moon Oct. 7-20 in a dark predawn sky. Follow the Moon’s progress past the Pleiades, Aldebaran,
Castor and Pollux, Saturn, and Regulus in these early morning hours.

Upcoming Night Sky events: A transit of Mercury on Nov. 8 followed by its best appearance of this year, at dawn in
November-December. On December 10, a compact trio of planets, the tightest involving naked-eye planets until the
year 2053, all within a VERY small area! Venus emerges as an evening “star” in December. Mars and Jupiter overtake
Antares three weeks apart in the morning sky in December-January. Venus and Saturn move from opposite horizons
in the evening sky in late January 2007 into a close pairing at midyear. There’ll be two total lunar eclipses in 2007.
One can be seen on March 3rd, when you’ll get to see part of the eclipse at moonrise and, the other, just after camp on
August 28th at moonset.
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Have you ever wondered why bats are so scary? The
answer is: theyire not. Misconceptions that bats are fdirtyo
or fiblood suckerso have come through misinformation and
scary ylms like Dracula. In actuality, bats are really, really
cool.

Bats are mammals from the order Chiroptera, meaning
ihand-wingo in Greek, which accurately describes this ani-
malis most unusual anatomical feature. The wing of a bat
is very similar to our hand except that its yngers are elon-
gated. If we were to have yngers like a batis they would be
about 6 feet long. WOW!

There are an incredible number of different kinds of bats in
the world. Because of this, bats can be found almost ev-
erywhere (except for some oceanic islands, the Artic and
Antarctica). Though most bat species inhabit the tropical
and semitropical areas for the world, they are very com-
mon in the U.S..

Bats have the same senses as all mammals plus one
extra. Echolocation--a type of acoustic orientation--is how

bats both navigate and catch their food. A bat emits a se-
ries of supersonic cries through its mouth or nose and can
detect objects by the echoes repected back. Using echo-
location a bat can avoid something in its pight path the
width of a human hair. Bats can catch 3000 insects a night
using echolocation, which is the same as you and | eat-
ing 50 large pizzas in 6-8 hours. Bats echolocate at such
a high frequency we canit hear them as they py around.
Which is probably good for usé otherwise we might never
get any sleep!

In the U.S., bats are beneycial members of the animal
community. They help to control night-pying insects, pol-
linate powers and scatter the seeds of plants. Their guano
is rich in nitrogen and makes fantastic fertilizer. In time,
as we reverse some of our misconceptions about bats, we
can hopefully begin to accept this soft furry creature as

a natural part of our surroundings and to have a greater
appreciation for the role it plays in contributing to a healthy

ecosystem.
